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It has been a fantastic term in Year 2, with our sunny trip to Beacon Hill being a real highlight! Armed with their favourite teddy bears, the children enjoyed a magical day exploring the woods and taking part in a range of creative and team-based nature activities. They made peg dolls and built woodland shelters, showing great teamwork and imagination. The day was filled with fun as they played hide and seek, practised balancing over log piles, and made some fantastic clay faces for the trees! The children also made their own wands from sticks and crafted beautiful elder wood necklaces to take home.








In class, we have been learning about plants and germination in Science. We have dissected kidney beans to observe embryos, planted sunflower seeds to record the growth, and also grown cress to see what conditions plants need to be able to grow healthily. Our outdoor nature experience linked perfectly, helping the children understand what plants need to grow by observing real woodland examples.

Year 5 have thoroughly enjoyed immersing themselves in their captivating history topic: the Tudors. One of the highlights of the unit was exploring the fascinating life and legacy of Elizabeth Woodville, a key figure in the turbulent period of the Wars of the Roses. 





They also explored the interactive exhibition, which offered a wealth of artefacts which deepened their understanding of the era. The visit truly enriched their learning experience, sparking curiosity and inspiring thoughtful discussions back in the classroom.
Year 5








To bring their learning to life, the pupils embarked on an educational visit to the historic site of the Battle of Bosworth. During the trip, the children took part in a guided walk across the battlefield, where they discovered how this pivotal conflict changed the course of English history. 
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Year 6


As we approach the final weeks of Year 6, it has been a time of reflection, celebration and preparation for the journey to secondary school. 

Earlier in this half term, we visited Groby Parish Church to reflect on our time at Elizabeth Woodville and look ahead to the future.  The children shared memories of their time at primary school and took some time to consider the exciting changes to come in Year 7.  They also enjoyed playing games and singing songs to help them to reflect. 

Back at school we have been busy rehearsing the end-of-year play – Mission Implausible. The children have shown fantastic creativity and teamwork; learning lines and songs as well as designing and creating brilliant props. Their enthusiasm has been truly infectious, and they were so looking forward to sharing their fantastic performance. 

In our history learning this term, particularly local history, we have continued learning about World War Two, with a focus on the Blitz in Leicester. The children stepped into the shoes of air raid wardens, writing safety instructions and examining real 1940’s newspaper clippings, which they found fascinating. 

The children worked extremely hard during their week of 
SATs. We were very proud of their attitude and maturity
towards the tests. What a sense of achievement they all
felt by the end of the week. 

There’s a growing sense of pride as the pupils wear their 
leavers’ jumpers, a symbol of how far they’ve come. 

As we near the end of term, we’ll keep building memories 
and celebrating all that Year 6 has achieved.
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Our pupils from Year 4 were also able to share some of their own fantastic Design and Technology projects. During their learning around the artist Usaka Koji they designed and created some brilliants examples of clay plates and presented these to the children in China. 







Thank you to Mrs McLellan, our Year 4 pupils and school governors Mr Bains and Mr Haylock for their help in supporting us to strengthen our relationship with Chengdu Shifan and we look forward to continuing this link in the coming years.
